COURSE DESCRIPTION

The main goal of the course is an introduction to the archaeology and history of Early Rus’ in
the 10™ -12™ centuries, from the baptism of Volodymir (988/989) throughout the Mongol
conquest (1240). The issue of the origin of Rus” (so called “the Varangian question”) will be
particularly emphasized. Rus” will be presented as a part of the byzantine commonwealth. A
separate lecture will be dedicated to the questions of the border zone between Poland of Piasts
and Rus of Rurik dynasty.

LEARNING OUTCOMES

Students attending the course will obtain a wider knowledge of Early Rus’, and generally of
the Christianization process as one of the elements of the medieval Making of Europe.
Additionally they should achieve a better understanding of the main reasons for modern
divisions of Europe, as well as of grounds for distinguishing terms such as: “Younger
Europe”, “Europe of new Christianity” or simply, of East Central and Eastern Europe.
