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Editorial

Volume 6 of Analecta Archaeologica Ressoviensia arises from the
interdisciplinary seminar “Space — Power - Religion” organized by the
Institute of Archaeology and the Institute of Sociology, University of
Rzeszéw, and the Department of Sociology and Social Anthropology,
University of Science and Technology in Krakéw. As a collaboration
of archaeologists, sociologists and ethnographers, the seminar and this
publication explore the prospects for future interdisciplinary collabo-
rations. This collection of articles represents the common ground be-
tween the disciplines represented, though terminology and approach
differ between researchers.

However, the three years of discussions building up to this publi-
cation allow us to explore these texts and the links between them. All
of us, regardless of which discipline we work in, are interested in what
contemporary sociology calls social process. Power, space, ritual and
memory are all entirely aspects of social processes. Thus, the differences
in time and place where these processes take place can be regarded as
secondary, although of course these factors determine methodology
and the type of data we use.

This is why archaeological, sociological, historical and ethnograph-
ic research can benefit so much from interdisciplinary discussion of
complementary approaches to social processes.

Od Redakg;ji

Przedstawiony zbidr artykuléw jest wynikiem wspdtpracy arche-
ologdw, socjologdw i etnograféw w ramach interdyscyplinarnego se-
minarium ,Przestrzen - Wladza - Religia’, organizowanego przez
Instytut Archeologii i Instytut Socjologii Uniwersytetu Rzeszowskie-
go oraz Katedre Socjologii Ogolnej i Antropologii Spotecznej Akade-
mii Goérniczo-Hutniczej w Krakowie. Celem naszych seminaryjnych
spotkan i niniejszej publikacji jest zarysowanie perspektyw przyszlej
interdyscyplinarnej wspolpracy. Zestawienie prac w 6 tomie Analec-
ta Archaeologica Ressoviensia informuje czytelnika przede wszystkim
o tym, ze przedstawiciele reprezentowanych w nim dyscyplin posiadaja
wspolne obszary zainteresowan lecz postuguja si¢ do§¢ odmiennymi
jezykami do opisania tego, co jest wynikiem ich badan.

Doswiadczenie trzech lat dyskusji pozwala jednak na interpretacje
tych tekstow i powigzan miedzy nimi. Wszystkich nas, niezaleznie od
uprawianej dyscypliny interesuje to, co wspoiczesna socjologia nazy-
wa procesem spolecznym. Wtadza, przestrzen, rytual czy pamiec, sa
niczym innym, niz aspektami proceséw spofecznych. Réznica czasu
i miejsca owych proceséw moze by¢ zatem uznana za drugorzedna,
cho¢ oczywiscie determinuje nasza metodologie i rodzaj danych, kté-
rymi si¢ postugujemy.

Katalog réznic sugeruje zatem, ze o pracach archeologicznych i so-
cjologicznych, jak tez o historycznych i etnograficznych powinni$my
mysle¢ jako o komplementarnych ujgciach proceséw spotecznych.

(review) E. A. Kravchenko.
The Kizil-Koba Culture in the Western Crimea
[Kizil-kobanska kultura u Zakhidnomu Krimul.

Kyiv, Lutsk: Institute of Archaeology of the National Academy
of Sciences of Ukraine 2011; 272 pages, 196 figures.

In the first decade of the new century a young researcher on the early
Iron Age in the Western Crimea has enhanced archaeological knowled-
ge and understanding of chronology on the peninsula by her research
on the monuments of the Kizil-Koba Culture (hereafter - KKC). She
is known for her publications of research at the Uch-Bash settlement,
the most important monument of the Western group that may solve
many issues related to the KKC, which are traditionally identified as the
“Tauri” ethnic grouping known from classical sources. Three hundred
copies of this peer-reviewed monograph have been published by DP
«Volyns'ki starozhytnosti» (State Enterprise ,The Antiques of Volyn”).
This is a scientific publication of the Institute of Archaeology of the
NAS of Ukraine based on the thesis of Evelina Kravchenko (Kravchen-
ko 2008), and appears in the Ukrainian language. The work consists of
four main sections, and includes figures and a catalogue of sites. The
author’s introduction raises the very important issue of establishing a
clear chronology and periodization of the KKC complexes in the We-
stern Crimea, bearing in mind that existing schemes date back to the
1950s and require review and refinement.

The first section presents the history of investigation of the classi-
cal written sources of the indigenous people of Crimea, the history of
archaeological research on KKC sites, the statement of basic scientific
concepts and outlines the current state of the research area. All histo-
riographic references are accompanied by the author’s comments. In
this section the author defines the research problem addressed in the
following sections.

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The second section is devoted to sources and methods of research
and consists of three parts. The first of these reviews and analyses the
classical written sources of Crimea and Taurica with reference to in-
formation related to the «Tauri» ethnic group. In the following part the
author describes the main group of archaeological sites and their cur-
rent state of research, outlines the material culture and analyses their
information value. In the third part she identifies those archaeological
objects and materials which support classification and periodization,
outlining her methodological principles, describing her methods of
research and introducing the basis for categorisation.

In the third section of the volume, which is the largest, a detailed
classification of the ceramic assemblage is presented, drawing on the
chronology of KKC complexes and typological analysis.

In the important fourth section the author presents a periodisa-
tion of KKC artefacts, the main basis for which are the chronological
horizons and types of ceramics identified in the previous section. The
main body of text ends with conclusions, a brief English summary, and
an afterword with acknowledgments and plans for future research.

In the catalogue that follows, all 196 figures are grouped together
in a clear structure. First, there are maps with the locations of the KKC
monuments in the Western Crimea and contemporary monuments,
presented according to chronological periods. Next, there are topo-
graphical plans of sites and plans of excavations and objects. Then the-
re are figures of individual assemblages of all the materials described
in the book. These are mainly drawings and, rarely, black and white
photographs. Representative illustrations of all types of KKC ceramics
are presented side by side for easy comparison. The illustrations inc-
lude typological tables of ceramics, a chronological table of KKC mo-
numents, a table comparing KKC horizons with the Lower Danube
Region, the Northern Black Sea Steppes Region, Central Europe, the
Aegean Region and the North Caucasus. Finally, there is a table of ty-
pical compositions, motifs and styles of ornament on KKC ceramics.

An appendix catalogues 71 Bronze Age and Early Iron Age archa-
eological sites in the catchments of the Chorna, Belbek and Kacha ri-
vers. The monograph ends with an unnumbered list of references and
archival materials and a list of abbreviations.

In the introduction Evelyn Kravchenko states that a relative chro-
nology has been used and that absolute dates can only be used in the
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case of later monuments with antique material. This is because of the
lack of metal and other well dated items in association with material
culture from KKC settlements and simple graves. Therefore, resolving
synchronicity, chronology and periodization of KKC monuments of
the western group using pottery can only be achieved with the refe-
rence to other archaeological sites. Thus, ceramics from 107 KKC set-
tlements were used to create a classification: Uch-Bash, Sakharna Ho-
lovka, Chorna Richka, Kavkaz, Enerhetyk, Komysheve, Laboratorne,
Traktyrnyi mist, Martynivs'’ka balka and antique Kerkinityda. Mate-
rials from settlements, cemeteries and other sites have been used, but
the stratigraphic results and the state of research do not allow their
use for detailed analysis.

In the classification system presented by the author, different ca-
tegories of vessels are grouped in terms of surface finish: unpolished
(by convention - kitchen) and polished (by convention - table or fe-
stive) pottery. The smallest unit of taxonomic classification, the type,
was selected from within the ceramic groups. This allowed identifi-
cation of artefact groups by form, ornament and technology, which
date to narrow time periods. The selection took account of all criteria
such as ornament, the motivation and method of deposition, surface
treatment and moulding compounds, firing, peculiarity of technolo-
gy and form. On the basis of these characteristics, sets of types were
associated and attributed to chronological horizons in certain areas.
Allowing that horizons are not strict chronological periods and may
or may not border the next known horizon, a total of nine such hori-
zons were identified, the first of which is divided into two. The identi-
fication of types across all horizons has been completed, and the main
chronologically diagnostic feature is the decoration of the ceramics,
while the shape and profile of vessels is a more constant feature, asso-
ciated with global cultural changes in the region.

In the typological analysis selected types are grouped into 26 clas-
ses, based on the similarity of forms of pottery. These classes are di-
stributed over wider typological groupings, with functional categories
which correspond to vessel forms. The entire ceramic assemblage is
divided into six categories according to the profile of the upper half
of the vessels, which generally corresponds to their functional pur-
pose: pot-like (types 1-9), jar-like (type 10), amphora-like or similar
(or vase-like) (types 11-15), cup-like (types 16-22), bowl-like (types
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23-26). The author observes that the classes are grouped in functio-
nal synchronic and chronological sequences in the selected horizons.
Thus, the grouped synchronous classes revealed broad archaeologi-
cal periods, which reflect not only a chronological span, but also the
cultural and ethnic influences and characteristics of archaeological
cultures. Overall, these periods correspond to all previously proposed
schemes for the early Iron Age of the Black Sea Region (including the
Crimea), confirming the value of both the classification and typolo-
gy of the ceramics.

The first of these periods, the late pre-Taurian, includes the first
four horizons and dates from the second half of the 11th to the second
half of the 9™ century BC, (NaA2-NaV2). It is synchronous with late
monuments of the Bilozers'ka culture and sites of the Babadag type I/
I1. The artefacts of the western group of this period are the earliest of
the KKC and relate to its formation. A common feature of this period
is a strong influence from neoclassical Hallstatt culture (Gava, Baba-
dag, Chisinau-Corlatel), which is manifested as the traditional polished
recherché pottery that may suggest an emergence of the pre-Taurian
items in this circle. The material types of that period are based on the
substrate of the Late Bronze Bilozers'’ka Culture of Western and Eastern
Crimea. No cemeteries of that period are known in the western group
of monuments, while the tools found in the settlements are mainly as-
sociated with agriculture, ceramic production and metal production.

The second period, early pre-Taurian, dates from the second half
of the 9™ century BC to the mid 8" century BC (NaV2/3-NaS (early
phase). The majority of ceramics are innovative and mark the begin-
ning of the period. A secondary development of types of western ori-
gin is evidence of active contacts with middle Hallstatt NaV2/3-Na$
(Babadag IIT Bessarabia, Cozia-Saharna) cultures, as well as with the
Chernoles culture of the middle Podnistrovya. The evidence for direct
contacts with the North Caucasus is confirmed by classes of ceramics
which appear in different horizons of the period. These did not deve-
lop further, suggesting an episodic and numerically small Caucasian
presence in the population of the western group of monuments of the
pre-Taurian period. Contemporary cemeteries are unknown in the
western group of the KKC. Tools from settlements, as in the previo-
us period, are agricultural and suggest the development of handicraft
spinning and weaving and pottery.
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The third period, the Taurian, begins in the second half of the 8"
century BC and continues to the middle of the 4™ century BC, ending
as the KKC fades away and is probably absorbed by the Late Scythian
Culture. By this time the native population of the Southern Crimea
was called «Tauri» in classical written sources. The Taurian period is
divided into two phases, corresponding to the chronological distribu-
tion of types dated by analogy with assemblages of other cultures that
do not contain antique imports, and to the discovery of KKC ceramics
in ancient complexes and the presence of ancient ceramics among
those of the KKC. The early phase starts in the second half of the 8"
or at the turn of the 8"*/7™ centuries BC and transforms into the late
phase in the second half of 6" century BC with the emergence of the
first ancient settlements in West Crimea. The later phase continues
until the mid-late 4™ century BC and ends with the disappearance of
the Kizil-Koba settlements as a result of an expansion of the territory
of Kherson. The author suggests that in the Taurian period the nati-
ve Western Crimea was a periphery of the Central Crimea, where a
barbarian state formed later on. Analogies to the types of horizons in
the early phase suggest a pre-Caucasian and Azovian origin for new
classes of vessels, in a continuation of the eastern line of contacts of
the western group of the KKC. Stone burial chests with collective fle-
xed burials, analogous to those of the Kuban culture, are synchronous
with the horizons of the Taurian period. The earliest of the cemete-
ries are on ridges and are unenclosed. From the second half of the 6®
century BC chronology is tied to antique imports, and at the turn of
the 6"/5" century BC, the pottery is influenced by Geto-Dacian Cul-
tures. Cemeteries still contain stone burial chests on ridges, but they
are now enclosed.

Evelyn Kravchenko makes clear this work is not the final word
in the study of the Iron Age of Western Crimea. Her excavations and
exploration of the Valley of Inkerman and Uch-Bash settlement have
not only formed the basis of this study, but also revealed the remains
of an iron production centre, the materials from which date back to
early pre-Taurian period. The author suggests that this may be one of
the earliest centres of iron production in Eastern Europe, the others
already known located in the Caucasus and South Ural.
