Forms of conducting marriage, Conditions of the marriage, marriage obstacles.

	RIGHTS AND DUTIES OF SPOUSES. 
Rights and obligations other than matrimonial property regimes. Introduction to matrimonial property regimes. 

	MATRIMONIAL PROPERTY REGIMES
Overview of matrimonial property regimes. Statutory property regime and responsibility for obligations.  Contractual property regimes and compulsory property regime. Consent of a spouse for legal act of the other one. Common property of spouses and personal property. Example of matrimonial property agreement.
