3.4 Methods of instruction
Show, presentation. Practical classes, working with a group of students on selected repertoire involving multi-aspect analysis of performance issues and interpretive possibilities. Analysis of musical text with discussion, solving technical problems, independent listening to suggested performances in the phonothek or on the Internet, constructive criticism of interpretation. Additional sectional rehearsals. Rehearsals with the symphony orchestra. Individual consultations.
e.g., Lecture: a problem-solving lecture/a lecture supported by a multimedia presentation/ distance learning Classes: text analysis and discussion/project work (research project, implementation project, practical project)/ group work (problem solving, case study, discussion)/didactic games/ distance learning Laboratory classes: designing and conducting experiments.

4.2 Requirements for passing the course (course assessment criteria)

	The conditions for passing the course include attendance at classes (2 justified absences, 1 unjustified absence), active participation in choir rehearsals, knowledge of the appropriate vocal part, teamwork, participation in the concert, attendance at the concert, and demonstration of knowledge and skills as outlined in the learning outcomes.
Grading scale:

5.0 – demonstrates knowledge of each learning content at 92%-100% level (excellent knowledge and skills)
4.5 – demonstrates knowledge of each learning content at 84%-91% level (very good level of knowledge and skills with minor errors)
4.0 – demonstrates knowledge of each learning content at 76-83% level (good level of knowledge and skills, with some shortcomings)
3.5 – demonstrates knowledge of each learning content at 68%-75% level (satisfactory knowledge and skills, with a small number of errors)
3.0 – demonstrates knowledge of each learning content at 61%-67% level (satisfactory knowledge and skills with numerous errors)
2.0 – demonstrates knowledge of each learning content below 60% level (unsatisfactory knowledge and skills, numerous errors)
